


Public Water Supply District No1 of Mercer County MO
Backup Water Distribution Operator

General Purpose of Position:

Responsible for daily operations of PWSD#1 by maintaining safe and clean water along with an adequate volume of water to district customers.   Backup water distribution operator(s) work directly under the district’s Chief Operator and alongside other district operators to maintain daily operations and maintenance procedures.  

Required Duties and Responsibilities

Daily physical and mental strengths are required and necessary in every weather condition from 100°+ to -20°+.     Spur of the minute problem solving is critical along with performing tasks in a timely manner.  

On call both evenings and weekend.  

Perform a variety of skilled, technical and administrative work including but not limited to the planning, operations and repairing of water district lines, valves, meters, up-to-date maintenance, replacement of municipal water treatment plants, pumping stations, water towers along with electrical components associated with the workings of the district.    

Performs daily water samples and maintain factual and accurate water sample records.  Finds and repairs district leaks.  Work with district computers (both in and out of office) along with multiple programs on a daily basis.  Learn district routes and meter locations.  

Participate in complex and technical maintenance and repair tasks.  Repair and maintain water system structure/piping. Maintain water delivery system records required by the district and MoDNR; with all reports, actions and corrections completed timely in order to maintain compliance with regulations and policies of the district and MoDNR for public health and safety of district customers for clean safe water both currently and for the future.  Install, lock and pull customer meters regularly.  

Maintaining a safe, clean and respectful work place and environment is expected.  This includes office space, vehicles (oil changes and maintenance as needed), tools, equipment and all facilities of the district.  

Coordinates with other county departments in the repair/replacement of district lines, valves, etc.  

Maintains and keeps accurate records of district parts/supplies.

Maintains a good relationship with the public and responds to complaints regarding operations by both current and delinquent accounts.

License and Certifications

A valid driver’s license is required at all times. 
Must be willing to get mandated district licenses in a timely manner; traveling will be required. 

Physical Work Requirements (included but not limited to):

Walking for long periods of time and miles; standing for long periods of time; working in adverse depts of 4’ and above; carry piping and heavy tools/equipment; lifting; climbing; raking; shoveling; bending; pushing/pulling, etc.

Knowledge, Skills and Abilities

Usage of power tools and small machinery.  Basic plumbing principles and construction skills as they apply to water and sewer maintenance.  Water tower and pump station operations.  Ability to follow orders and prioritize daily work schedule.  Work as a team member with other employees.  Meet specific or required deadlines.  Handle multiple tasks simultaneously with frequent interruptions.  Follow district policies and guidelines.
